ABOUT THE INTERNATIONAL CERTIFICATE OF CHRISTIAN EDUCATION

The International Certificate of Christian Education is a Christian alternative to secular qualifications and is gaining increasing acceptance by employers and universities in the UK and elsewhere.  The Universities and Colleges Admissions Service (UCAS) UK Qualifications Handbook includes details of both the ECCE and its forerunner, the NCSC and in 2009 the International QH will also include details of the ICCE.
UK NARIC has issued a statement comparing the ICCE Advanced level to Cambridge International Examination A levels.

The certificate and transcript are presented in a smart burgundy folder entitled “Record of Achievement for Christian Education”.  This includes an explanation of the ACE programme as well as space for other achievements and experiences and a Personal Statement by the student.

Providing recognition of the work completed by children on the ACE curriculum, six levels of certificate are offered:

ICCE Basic Certificate This is designed for pupils with Learning difficulties or disabilities and requires 48 PACEs in each core subject at any level.  It has flexible graduation requirement to meet the needs of individuals.

ICCE Foundation Certificate This is for lower achieving pupils or those who join the ACE programme late.  It is only for those who are not progressing any further.  It requires 7.5 units at ACE level 8, including one option.

ICCE General Certificate This is for pupils of average ability. It requires a further 6.5 units at ACE level 9 plus two pieces of coursework and three options.

ICCE Intermediate Certificate This is designed for above average pupils.  It requires a further seven units at ACE Level 10 plus three pieces of coursework.

ICCE Advanced Certificate This is designed for the most able pupils and requires a further six courses at ACE levels 11 and 12 and three pieces of coursework.  The Standard or a Bias course of study may be followed.

ICCE Advanced Plus This is designed for high ability students who finish Advanced early with an overall A grade.  It includes five full courses at ACE Level 12 plus two pieces of coursework.

A leaving certificate can be issued by TEACH to those students who do not reach the ICCE requirements. 
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
